RECYCLING:  THANK YOU to all who are recycling – your effort is greatly appreciated!  To those who aren’t, PLEASE begin now.  Recyclables are picked up the 3rd Friday of each month.  The more we recycle, the more aid we receive from the state, which helps lower our tax bill.  The revised Recycling guidelines are listed on the back, please review them.  Landlords, please give your renters a copy of this information.

Also Note: As of September 2010 it is illegal for anyone in WI to put consumer electronics such as TVS, computers, 
printers, etc. in the trash.  For information on where to recycle these items go to http://dnr.wi.gov/ecyclewisconsin. 

GARBAGE PICKUP:  You need to contract with a hauler for garbage pickup – this is not provided by the Town, only the once a month recycling pickup is provided. 
ZONING/BUILDING PERMITS:  Contact Zoning Administrator & Building Inspector, John Derler at 262-692-2039 to see if your project requires a permit.

DRIVEWAY ORDINANCE:  Permit required - Contact Supervisor Mark Foyse at 262-692-3038 for information before doing any driveway work.

DOGS:  Except for puppies under six months of age, no more than three (3) dogs allowed unless you have a multiple dog license which requires a conditional use permit.  Contact Treasurer Ken Ramthun for dog licensing.
SNOW PLOWING:  When clearing snow out of your yard, do not push it across the road.  This causes problems not only for other traffic, but especially for the snow plows, when the snow freezes.  Plow the snow into a place in your yard.  If you must plow snow across the road, be sure it is off of the road right-of-way and completely pushed onto your own property. It is imperative that you clear the road of any snow that you pushed across the road.

JUNKED / UNLICENSED VEHICLES:  The Town ordinance prohibits unlicensed vehicles in the yard unless you have a parcel in excess of 40 acres – then 3 would be allowed.  This ordinance will be strictly enforced – any person violating this ordinance may be fined $50 - $500, together with the costs of prosecution, or imprisoned in the county jail until such fines are paid, not to exceed 30 days. Most residents take great pride in their yards – take a look at yours and help keep Farmington looking neat.

LIBRARY USE:  The Town encourages all residents to utilize our County’s libraries in an effort save County tax funds.

	Bathroom Waste Paper(towels, toilet paper), Wrapping paper, Carbon Paper, Cellophane, Cloth, Cork, Foil, Polystyrene Styrofoam, anything Waxed, Candy Wrappers, Napkins, Paper Cups, Styrofoam Cups, Styrofoam or Paper Food Containers, Photographs, Fiberboard, Labels and Label Backings


Recycling Rules
 All recycling may be mixed together into one container.

· Glass, Aluminum cans, Tin and Steel cans, Plastic bottles, Milk jugs, Soda bottles, and Detergent bottles, Newspapers, Magazines, Cardboard, and Office paper shall be mixed together in clear or blue bags.  
· All non-recyclable materials shall be placed in the TRASH container.

· Weekly Trash Pickup also available for a fee.
